Wendover to Aylesbury:

The Amber Way provides an excellent opportunity
for people living in Bedgrove and Walton to travel to
the town centre by bike. It is also ideal for people living
in Hampden Hall and Stoke Mandeville. A combination
of o -road and on-road cycleway, the route allows cyclists
to cycle to the town avoiding the gyratory and provides a
Toucan Crossing for safe access across Walton Street.

The route o ers direct access to Turnfurlong Junior and
Infant Schools, Aylesbury Grammar School, Aylesbury
High School, as well as workplaces such as HBOS, ESRI and
all town centre employers. For those wishing to travel a
little further, the route stretches as far as the historic
market town of Wendover.
