The Sapphire Way was the �rst cycleway to completely  

connect to the town centre via the Toucan Crossing on  
Upper Hundreds Way. All o�-road from the town centre  

out to Bierton, the route provides easy access to the  
Tindal Centre, the Young O�enders Institute, Manor House,  

and retail parks close to the inner ring road.

The recent extension now makes it easier and safer for  
parents wishing to cycle with their children to Bierton School.
